 2.1  Level of qualification: higher vocational education, SOK/NQF 6, EOK/EQF 5, EOVK/EHEQF Short cycle
2.2  Official length of study programme: two years, 120 credit points (ECTS)
2.3  Access requirements:

Post-secondary study program is open to anyone who:

· has passed Matura exam, Vocational Matura exam (or Final exam respectively Diploma before the introduction of Vocational Matura exam) at grammar school, any program of secondary vocational education (also any program of vocational technical education) or has completed Vocational Courses;

· has passed the Master Craftsman or Foreman exams or if the applicant has three years of work experience and has passed a test of knowledge of Slovenian language and literature, mathematics or foreign language to the extent provided for Vocational Matura.
Criteria for candidates’ selection in the circumstances of limited enrolment: 
· The candidates who have finished Grammar school or other programme of secondary professional education (including five-year programmes, continuation programmes of secondary education or vocational-technical education) or a vocational course will be allowed to put forward the addition: the grades of general success in leaving examination, leaving vocational examination or final examination multiplied by factor 2 (expressed in points and transmitted into a grade scale 2-5) and grades of general success in the 3rd and the 4th year or in the last two years of the secondary education. 

· Candidates who have passed exams for Master craftsman, Supervisor and Foreman will be able to put forward the addition: the grades of general success in skilled worker, supervisor or foreman’s examination multiplied by factor 2 (expressed in points and transmitted into a grade scale 2-5) and grades of tests in Slovene language and literature, mathematics or foreign language.

3.1 Mode of study: full-time / part-time
3.2  Study programme requirements and student obligations:

Number of hours of lectures and tutorials: 1200 hours
Number of hours of practical training: 800 hours
Credits (ECTS): 120

Attendance at lectures, tutorials and laboratory work is determined by the curriculum. Within the practical education that the student performed at the company under contract, the student manufactures a product (project work) or performs a service with the defense.
After successful completion of all obligations which are determined by the educational program, student passes Diploma examination. Diploma exam consists of a thesis and a defense. Topic of the thesis is determined by the mentor at the organization where the student performed practical training and a lecturer at higher professional school. Instead of a thesis a student can implement a project or product or service with the defense.

4  INFORMATION ON THE FUNCTION OF THE QUALIFICATION

4.1 Access to further study:

Graduates of the Short-Cycle Higher Vocational Study Programme Nature protection can enrol in the second year of the First Cycle Professional Study Programme. Conditions for this kind of transition may be defined by the First Cycle Professional Study Programme, which can opt for bridging exams and choose the approved second and third year subjects.

4.2  Professional status:

The basic goals of the programme are:

· to educate engineers with sufficient professional theoretical and useful practical knowledge for producing food and managing landscape, 

· to gain generic and vocational specific competence of professional field of agriculture and landscape, 

· to gain and hollow theoretical and practical knowledge about agriculture, countryside and to form whole survey on countryside and landscape, 

· to form responsible relationship toward making quality at work, 

· to form self-confidence and determination to make business decisions and for solving concrete professional problems. 

So, he or she who finishes agriculture and landscape programme knows: 

· how to use agriculture technologies nice to environment and how to use alternative sources of energy;

· to effectively organize, carry out and follow agriculture production, processing and completion of agriculture products; 

· to form trademark and modern methods of trading in agriculture and other activities in the countryside; 

· to manage the sell of agriculture products and service and products in additional activities.
Employment opportunities: head of the farm, farm with supplementary activities, tourist farms, agricultural enterprises, agricultural trade or agricultural cooperative, a foreman, an organizer of agricultural production, consulting activities in the field of agriculture, co-worker in the preparation and implementation of rural development projects, co-worker in collective centres with vegetables and fruits or in wine cellar, co-worker in the inspection organization for organic and integrated production, self-employment, etc.

6  INFORMATION ON THE SHORT-CYCLE HIGHER VOCATIONAL EDUCATION SYSTEM IN THE REPUBLIC OF SLOVENIA


The short-cycle higher vocational education in the Republic of Slovenia is regulated by the Short-Cycle Higher Vocational Education Act (Uradni list RS, št. 86/2004 in 100/2013). The short-cycle higher vocational education is part of terciary education. Upon the completion of a short-cycle higher vocational education programme, it is possible to enter a specialisation study programme or a supplementary study programme at the same level. 
Upon a successful completion of a short-cycle higher education programme, a diploma is awarded that indicates a professional title as specified by the Professional and Academic Titles Act (Uradni list RS, št. 61/2006). 

Access to short-cycle higher vocational education studies is open to holders of a matura certificate or a vocational matura certificate (final examination obtained prior to 1 June 1995) and to those who have passed a master craftsman, foreman or shop manager exam, have three years of work experience and have passed a test in the Slovenian language and literature and mathematics or a foreign language in the scope prescribed for a vocational matura examination. Students complete their studies with a diploma thesis. Upon graduation from a higher vocational college, graduates may find employment or continue in higher professional study programmes on the basis of the recognition process. 

Under certain conditions, transfers between a short-cycle higher vocational education programme and a higher education programme are possible in both directions. In a short-cycle higher vocational education programme, a student obtains 120 credit points (CP) under the European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System (ECTS). The diploma awarded to a student upon a successful completion of the degree will indicate the professional title obtained and the profession. 

Levels of SQF, EQF and EHEQF 

Slovenian Qualifications Framework Act (Uradni list RS, No. 104/15) in its Article 11 classified levels of Slovenian Qualifications Framework (from now on: SQF) into European Qualifications Framework (from now on: EQF) and in its Article 12 into European Higher Education Qualifications Framework (from now on: EHEQF). 

Qualifications in the SQF, EQF and EHEQF are classified as evident in the following table:
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The quality of higher vocational colleges and short-cycle higher vocational study programmes is ensured through accreditation and internal and external evaluation procedures. The accreditation and prolongement of accreditation of short-cycle higher vocational study programmes and higher vocational colleges is the responsibility of Ministry of Education, Science and Sport and Commission 

of Accreditation of higher vocational education study programmes and of higher vocational colleges, appointed by the Council of the Republic of Slovenia of Vocational and Professional Education. The external evaluation of higher vocational colleges and short-cycle higher vocational study programmes is the responsibility of the Slovenian Quality Assurance Agency for Higher Education. Higher vocational colleges are responsible for internal evaluation procedures.
